Re: A. 335 (Greene)/S. 2560 (Kruger)  AN ACT to amend the general business law, in relation to information required on a credit card transaction form
Dear Mr. Nocenti:

The New York Bankers Association supports this legislation, that would prohibit recording customer personal information on any attachments to credit or debit card transaction forms, and urges that it be approved.  This legislation would clarify provisions of current law that already prohibit recording personal customer data on credit and debit card transaction forms themselves.  Our Association is comprised of the community, regional and money center commercial and savings banks doing business in New York State, whose aggregate assets exceed $5 trillion and which have more than 300,000 New York employees.

This legislation would add to the current prohibition on recording on credit and debit card transaction forms personal customer information, such as addresses and telephone numbers, the recording of such data on any attachments to the forms.  The prohibition is a logical corollary to the prohibition on recording data on the forms themselves and would assist in protecting customers against identity theft.  The legislation also deletes the current exception to the prohibition for circumstances in which the credit or debit card issuer does not require authorization for the transaction.  This exception seems no longer necessary in light of current technology.

For these reasons, the New York Bankers Association supports this legislation and urges that it be approved.
